Health and Safety Policy
1. Purpose

· Feedback from staff, trainers, and students will be considered during the review process.

· The Health and Safety Policy will be accessible to all staff, trainers, and students.
· Regular training will be provided to ensure understanding and compliance with health and safety standards.
